This classic bio-pic is based on the life of 
famed clarinetist Benny Goodman, who 
recorded most of the clarinet solos used 
in the film. The film traces his musical 
career and includes jazz greats Gene 
Krupa, Teddy Wilson, and Lionel Hampton.
